State Reports and RETAC

· Brandon Chambers (SCRETAC President) is in Denver today to talk about the $1 registration fee. 
· Each RETAC was allocated $20,000 (which they needed to apply for to use for regional projects. 
· SCRETAC has decided to put that money towards the RESES (Regional Emergency Services Education System) Coordinator position. 
· They are paying that position $18,000/yr which is for part time work. 
· The rest is being used to purchase some computer equipment for the new Coordinator to use and tuition for education etc. 
· RESUS is designed to help coordinate all courses from CPR to initial Paramedic level course. To help unify costs and help regionalize projects and training.
· The rest of the funding is coming by way of each county has agreed to reduce their own annual funding from RETAC by $2,000 over the next 2 years. This would generate another $10,000 this year and the year after to bring the total amount allocated to $40,000. 
· The county appointed RETAC reps voted on this annual reduction – not Pueblo County EMS Council.
