PUEBLO COUNTY MEDICAL TREATMENT PROTOCOLS

STANDING ORDERS
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EMT
An EMT does initial, focused, detailed and ongoing assessments to include:

· Vital Signs

· Level of Consciousness

· History that covers current medications and illnesses

Treatment interventions for an EMT include:

· Establishing and securing basic airway, breathing and circulation (CPR as necessary)

· Administering Oxygen in appropriate doses

· Bleeding Control

· Splinting

· Spinal Immobilization

· AED (as allowed by State of Colorado Guidelines)

· Protecting self and patient from environmental hazards (crowds, chemicals, traffic, weather, etc.)

· Blood glucose monitoring

· Apply 3-lead cardiac monitor (non-interpretive)
· Apply 12-lead cardiac monitor (non-interpretive) & transmission to receiving facility
· Apply Pulse Oximeter

· Capnography (with proper Medical Director Training)

· Indwelling catheterization monitoring

· Supraglottic Airways
· Glucose Measuring 

An EMT may assist or administer the following medications and/or interventions under standing orders:

· ASA

· Oral Glucose

· Nerve Agent Antidote

· Epi-Pen

An EMT may assist or administer the following medications and/or interventions under direct verbal Physician orders:

· Albuterol (MDI or Nebulizer)
· Nitroglycerin

EMT Basic-IV
An EMT with IV Therapy does assessments and treatments as listed for EMT. In addition, an EMT-IV may administer the following medications and/or interventions under standing Physician orders:

· Establish IV therapy
· Naloxone

· Administer IV Dextrose (D-50)

EMT-IV may administer approved drugs (Atropine, Lidocaine, Epinephrine) under appropriate direct EMT Intermediate or Paramedic supervision.  
Advanced EMT

An Advanced-EMT (A-EMT) does initial, detailed, focused, and ongoing assessments to include:
· Vital Signs

· Level of Consciousness

· Status of Fluid Balance/shock

· May apply cardiac monitor and if needed/appropriate transmit the strip to the receiving facility

· Assess blood glucose with glucometer

· History to include medications and current illnesses

A-EMT’s initial treatment duties include all of those listed for both the EMT and the EMT-IV. In addition, A-EMT’s may do the following under standing physician orders:

· Airways to include King Tubes, Combi-Tubes, and LMA’s. 

· Establish IV therapy to include IO’s 

An Advanced-EMT may administer approved medications under the direct appropriate EMT-Intermediate or Paramedic supervision. Otherwise, the Advanced-EMT must contact a base station Physician for orders to administer drugs and do procedures listed in the protocol book, as allowed by State of Colorado EMS Division Regulations.
EMT Intermediate
An EMT Intermediate does initial, detailed, focused and ongoing assessments to include:
· Vital Signs

· Level of Consciousness

· Status of fluid balance/shock

· Interpret Cardiac Rhythms and include rhythm strip with documentation

· Assess blood glucose with glucometer

· History to include medications and current illnesses

EMT Intermediate initial treatment duties include all as listed for EMT Basic.  In addition, EMT Intermediates may do the following under standing physician orders:
· Defibrillate

· Establish IV therapy

· Endotracheal Intubation if sufficient assistance is present and there will not be untimely interruption of resuscitation efforts.
· Under extremis may administer behavior control and first-line cardiac medications without contacting medical control for prior approval. 
EMT Intermediates may administer approved drugs under appropriate EMT Paramedic supervision.  Otherwise, the EMT Intermediate must contact a base station Physician for orders to administer drugs and do procedures listed in the protocol book, as allowed by State of Colorado EMS Division Regulations.

Paramedic
Paramedics do patient assessments as listed for EMT Intermediates, with a more comprehensive exam.  Initial treatment duties are outlined in Pueblo County Protocols.  Standing orders for Paramedics include: 

· Airway Management

· Defibrillation

· Establish IV Therapy

· Medications - D50, Narcan, Epinephrine, Atropine when appropriate

· Lidocaine in the presence of symptomatic ventricular arrhythmias or cardiac arrest

Paramedics must contact a base station Physician to administer prophylactic Lidocaine, Lidocaine Drips, Sodium Bicarbonate, second line cardiac medications and other elective medications.

Special Precautions
Any act allowed within these protocols may only be delivered after receiving appropriate training and/or approval from your medical director.

EMT-IV, A-EMT, and EMT-I may administer approved drugs under appropriate Paramedic supervision. Otherwise, the EMT-IV, A-EMT3 or EMT-I must contact online medical control for orders to administer the drug and do procedures listed in the Pueblo County Protocol Book as allowed by Rule 500. 
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
