INTERFACILITY IV DRIPS 
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Purpose:
Defining the different medications paramedics can monitor during interfacility transfers.

Process:

Prior to departure from the originating facility, the paramedic must assure that any medication administered via IV during the transport is within the accepted medications outlined within this protocol.  In addition to this, the medication must be on a pump and physician orders for the medication must accompany the patient during the transfer in order to avoid potential administration errors.
